AN ORDINANCE REZONING LOT 2 IN BLOCK 62 AND AMENDING §12-.2.2 OF THE
BOROUGH LAND DEVELOPMENT REGULATIONS ENTITLED "ZONING MAP"

WHEREAS, Block 62, Lot 2 fronting on Childs Road (the "Property"( was included in the
Borough's Third Round Housing Element and Fair Share Plan as a 100% affordable 6-unit apartment
development, but it was subsequently determined that it was not economically viable to develop the
Property as proposed; and

WHEREAS, the Property abuts a gas station which is located in the D-G Zone to the east, an
office building which is located in the D-CO Zone to the north and a multifamily dwelling which is
located in the D-G Zone to the west.; and

WHEREAS, under the circumstances both Borough Planner Jessica Caldwell and Borough
Zoning Officer Denise Filardo have expressed their opinion that the Property should be rezoned as

part of the D-G Downtown Gateway Subdistrict;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the Borough of
Bernardsville, in the County of Somerset, New Jersey that §12-2.2 of the Borough Land
Development Regulations entitled “Zoning Map” is hereby amended as follows:

Section 1. Paragraph a4 of that section is amended to read as follows:

§LD-12-2.2. Zoning Map., [Ord. No. 2018-1778;0rd. No. 2002-1271§ 2 |

The boundaries of the designated zones and districts are shown upon the map
designated "Zoning Map of the Borough of Bernardsville, Version 1.1" prepared
by P. David Zimmerman and dated February 14, 2002 which is incorporated
herein by reference. The zoning map which is part of this Article shall be filed in
the office of the Borough Clerk, and all notations, references and other
information shown thereon are a part of this Article and shall have the same force
and effect as if the said zoning map and all such notations, references and other
information shown thereon were fully set forth or described herein.

4. Zoning Map Amendment. The Zoning Map of the Borough of Bernardsville
is amended to change the designation of Block 62, Lot 2 fronting on Childs
Road from AH-1 Affordable Housing to D-G Downtown Gateway Subdistrict.

AN ORDINANCE ESTABLISHING THE PROMOTION PROCESS FOR CHIEF OF
POLICE AND SUPPLEMENTING AND AMENDING CHAPTER 2 OF THE BOROUGH
CODE ENTITLED “ADMINISTRATION.”

WHEREAS, the Borough Council wants to establish a promotional process for the Chief
of Police that is fair, equitable and transparent;

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Borough Council of the Borough of
Bernardsville in the County of Somerset, New Jersey that Chapter 2 of the Borough Code
entitled “Administration” is hereby supplemented and amended as follows:

Section 1. There is hereby created a new Subsection 2-24.13 entitled " Process for
Promotion to Chief of Police” in Section 2-14 entitled “Police Department which reads as
follows:

“2-24.13 PROCESS FOR PROMOTION TO CHIEF OF POLICE.
§ 2-24.13.1 Promotional Procedures

The Chief of Police serves as the Commanding Officer of the Police Department and is at
all times responsible for ensuring public safety, compliance with laws, rules and regulations,
safeguarding of property, and the welfare of all people while inside the borders of the Borough
of Bernardsville. The promotional process for the position of Chief of Police shall
commence upon the date the position is vacated by the sitting Chief of Police.
Notwithstanding the foregoing, the Borough Council may, in consultation with the
current Chief of Police, commence the promotional process described in this Section in
anticipation of a vacancy in the position of Chief of Police resulting from his or her
pending retirement or resignation. Once it is determined by the Borough Council to
begin the process, a notice shall be posted on the bulletin board of Police Headquarters
advising eligible candidates of the vacancy, and the Borough Council shall implement the
procedures contained below:

1) In order to be considered for the rank of Chief of Police, the officer must:
a) have a minimum of five (5) years of progressively responsible law
enforcement experience, and

have held the rank of Lieutenant or higher for a minimum of two (2) years;
and

possess a bachelor’s degree in criminal justice, public administration, law
enforcement, or a related field from an accredited college or university; and
possess a valid Police Training Commission license; and

shall not have any sustained major disciplinary actions in the past 10 years

2) Criteria for selection. If there is more than one qualified candidate, some or all of the
following factors may be part of the promotional process and considered by the
Mayor in the Mayor’s discretion in selecting a new Chief:

Written examination and/or written assessment administered by the New
Jersey Chiefs of Police Association or other entity approved by the Mayor and
Council.

Interview conducted by the New Jersey Chiefs of Police Association.
Recommendation of the current or recently retired Chief.

Recommendation of the Borough Administrator.

Graduation from a recognized leadership program (e.g. FBI National
Academy, New Jersey Chief’s Leadership Institute, or similar program) is
preferred; and

Interview conducted by the Mayor and Council. In conducting their
interviews, the Mayor and Council will evaluate leadership and command
experience, community engagement and relations with the public, operational
and administrative competence, ethics and professional conduct, and
education, training and professional development.

3) Appointment. In accordance with the provisions of N.J.S.A. 40A:60-5, the
appointment of the Chief shall be made by the Mayor with the advice and consent of
the Council.

ORDINANCE #2025-2023

BOND ORDINANCE PROVIDING FOR A GRANT TO A
DEVELOPER FOR SITE WORK ASSOCIATED WITH THE
CONSTRUCTION OF AFFORDABLE HOUSING IN THE
BOROUGH OF BERNARDSVILLE, IN THE COUNTY OF
SOMERSET, NEW JERSEY, APPROPRIATING $2,700,000
THEREFOR AND AUTHORIZING THE ISSUANCE OF
$2,570,000 BONDS OR NOTES OF THE BOROUGH FOR
FINANCING SUCH APPROPRIATION.

WHEREAS, Mine Brook Road Urban Renewal Associates, L.P. (the “Developer”)
is the owner of certain parcels of real property located in the Borough of Bernardsville, New Jersey
(the “Borough”) and identified on the Borough’s Official Tax Map as Block 80 Lot 15.38, Block
124 Lot 1 and Block 102 Lot 12 (collectively, the “Property”); and

WHEREAS, the Developer and the Borough entered into that certain Development
Agreement dated September 30, 2020, as amended by the First Amendment to Development
Agreement dated June 27, 2022, which sets forth the terms, conditions and obligations of the
parties with respect to the development of a 100% affordable housing project on the Property,
consisting of a total of fifty-nine (59) affordable housing units and one (1) unrestricted unit for
occupancy by an on-site superintendent (the “Project”); and

WHEREAS, the Project will assist the Borough in satisfying its affordable housing
obligations pursuant to that certain Settlement Agreement reached between the Borough and Fair
Share Housing Center dated November 22, 2017; and

WHEREAS, the Borough maintains affordable housing trust funds which,
pursuant to applicable law, may be used to provide financial assistance to developers and affiliated

entities constructing affordable housing projects; and



WHEREAS, the Borough has agreed to contribute affordable housing trust funds
to the Developer on a reimbursement basis for site work activities associated with the Project
which may include blasting, unsuitable soil export and earthwork (collectively, the “Site Work™);
and

WHEREAS, the Developer and the Borough expect to enter into a grant agreement

(the “Grant Agreement”) to memorialize the terms and conditions under which the Borough will

contribute up to Two Million Six Hundred Forty-One Thousand Two Hundred Four and 00/100
Dollars ($2,641,204.00) in affordable housing trust funds to the Developer for reimbursement of
the Site Work costs; and

WHEREAS, it has been determined by the Legislature of the State of New Jersey
that the provision of low and moderate income housing is a public purpose and, as authorized by
the provisions of the Fair Housing Act and in particular N.J.S.A. 52:27D-311(a)(8) and (f) and as
described above, the Borough has determined to utilize public monies to make donations, grants
or loans of public funds for the provision of new housing for low and moderate income persons
and, in particular, to utilize public funds in furtherance of the construction of such low and
moderate housing (i.e., the Project) which funds will be granted to the Developer pursuant to the
Grant Agreement and used by the Developer for purposes of such construction and, in particular,
to reimburse the Developer for Site Work costs; and

WHEREAS, as required by the provisions of the Fair Housing Act and in particular
N.J.S.A. 52:27D-311(f), the Borough hereby determines that any private advantage in connection
with the foregoing is incidental;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE BOROUGH COUNCIL

OF THE BOROUGH OF BERNARDSVILLE, IN THE COUNTY OF SOMERSET, NEW



JERSEY (not less than two-thirds of all the members thereof affirmatively concurring), AS

FOLLOWS:

The improvement described in Section 3 of this bond ordinance is hereby authorized as a general
improvement to be made or acquired by the Borough of Bernardsville, New Jersey. For the said
improvement or purpose stated in said Section 3, there is hereby appropriated the sum of
$2,700,000, said sum being inclusive of all appropriations heretofore made therefor and
including the sum of $130,000 as the down payment for said improvement or purpose required

by law and now available therefor in the Affordable Housing Trust Fund of the Borough.

For the financing of said improvement or purpose, including for the purposes of applicable
United States Treasury regulations the reimbursement of expenditures heretofore or hereafter
made therefor, and to meet the part of said $2,700,000 appropriation not provided for by
application hereunder of said down payment, negotiable bonds of the Borough are hereby
authorized to be issued in the principal amount of $2,570,000 pursuant to the Local Bond Law of

New Jersey (the “Local Bond Law”). In anticipation of the issuance of said bonds and to

temporarily finance said improvement or purpose, negotiable notes of the Borough in a principal
amount not exceeding $2,570,000 are hereby authorized to be issued pursuant to and within the

limitations prescribed by said Local Bond Law.



a) The improvement hereby authorized and purpose for the financing of which said obligations

are to be issued is the provision of a grant to the Developer (i.e., Mine Brook Road Urban

Renewal Associates, L.P.) in the maximum amount of $2,641,204 to reimburse the Developer for
site work costs associated with the construction of a 100% affordable housing project, consisting
of a total of fifty-nine (59) affordable housing units and one (1) unrestricted unit for occupancy
by an on-site superintendent, on property owned by the Developer and located in the Borough
and identified on the Official Tax Map of the Borough as Block 80 Lot 15.38, Block 124 Lot 1
and Block 102 Lot 12, all as further described in the preambles hereto and in the grant agreement
by and between the Borough and the Developer a copy or draft of which is on file or to be filed
in the office of the Borough Clerk, and all as authorized by the provisions of the Fair Housing

Act and in particular N.J.S.A. 52:27D-311.

The estimated maximum amount of bonds or notes to be issued for said purpose is $2,570,000.

The estimated cost of said purpose is $2,700,000, the excess thereof over the said estimated
maximum amount of bonds or notes to be issued therefor being the amount of the said $130,000

down payment for said purpose.

The following additional matters are hereby determined, declared, recited and stated:

The said purpose described in Section 3 of this bond ordinance is not a current expense and is a
property or improvement which the Borough may lawfully acquire or make as a general
improvement, and no part of the cost thereof has been or shall be specially assessed on property

specially benefitted thereby.



The period of usefulness of said purpose within the limitations of the Local Bond Law, according
to the reasonable life thereof computed from the date of the said bonds authorized by this bond

ordinance, is fifteen (15) years.

The supplemental debt statement required by the Local Bond Law has been duly made and filed
in the office of the Borough Clerk and a complete executed duplicate thereof has been filed in the
office of the Director of the Division of Local Government Services in the Department of
Community Affairs of the State of New Jersey, and such statement shows that the gross debt of
the Borough as defined in the Local Bond Law is increased by the authorization of the bonds and
notes provided for in this bond ordinance by $2,570,000, and the said obligations authorized by

this bond ordinance will be within all debt limitations prescribed by the Local Bond Law.

An aggregate amount not exceeding $60,000 for interest on said obligations, costs of issuing said
obligations and other items of expense listed in and permitted under section 40A:2-20 of the
Local Bond Law may be included as part of the cost of said improvement and is included in the

foregoing estimate thereof.



All bond anticipation notes issued hereunder shall mature at such times as may be determined by
the chief financial officer, the acting chief financial officer or the treasurer of the Borough (the

“Chief Financial Officer”), provided that no note shall mature later than one year from its date.

The notes shall bear interest at such rate or rates and be in such form as may be determined by
the Chief Financial Officer. The Chief Financial Officer shall determine all matters in
connection with the notes issued pursuant to this bond ordinance, and the Chief Financial
Officer’s signature upon the notes shall be conclusive evidence as to all such determinations. All
notes issued hereunder may be renewed from time to time subject to the provisions of N.J.S.A.
§40A:2-8. The Chief Financial Officer is hereby authorized to sell part or all of the notes from
time to time at public or private sale at not loss than par and to deliver them to the purchasers
thereof upon receipt of payment of the purchase price plus accrued interest from their dates to the
dates of delivery thereof. The Chief Financial Officer is directed to report in writing to the
governing body of the Borough at the meeting next succeeding the date when any sale or
delivery of the notes pursuant to this bond ordinance is made. Such report must include the
principal amount, interest rate and maturities of the notes sold, the price obtained and the name

of the purchaser.

The full faith and credit of the Borough are hereby pledged to the punctual payment of the
principal of and interest on the said obligations authorized by this bond ordinance. Said

obligations shall be direct, unlimited obligations of the Borough, and the Borough shall be
obligated to levy ad valorem taxes upon all the taxable property within the Borough for the

payment of said obligations and interest thereon without limitation of rate or amount.



The capital budget or temporary capital budget of the Borough is hereby amended to conform
with the provisions of this ordinance to the extent of any inconsistency herewith and the
resolutions promulgated by the Local Finance Board showing all detail of the amended capital
budget or temporary capital budget and capital program as approved by the Director, Division of
Local Government Services, are on file with the Borough Clerk and are available for public

inspection.

All capitalized words and terms used and not defined in this bond ordinance shall have the
meanings ascribed to such words and terms, respectively, in the preambles to this bond

ordinance.

This bond ordinance shall take effect twenty (20) days after the first publication thereof after

final adoption, as provided by the Local Bond Law.

REQUIRING ALL NEW PLANTINGS ON BOROUGH PROPERTY
TO BE OF NATIVE PLANT SPECIES

WHEREAS, Native plants are plants that have developed naturally, over the course of thousands of
years, as an integral part of the balance of nature in a particular region or ecosystem, and which
are essential to the continued health, diversity, and sustainability of that particular region or
ecosystem; and

WHEREAS, New Jersey has more than 2,100 native plant species, including a diverse array of large
shade trees, shrubs, perennials, vines, grasses, and wildflowers, that are each well-adapted to New
Jersey’s soils, temperatures, precipitation levels, and other environmental conditions, therefore
making these native plants the best option for conserving and protecting the State’s environment
and enabling the State to adapt to ongoing environmental changes; and

WHEREAS, Several of New Jersey’s native plant species are rare, with nineteen globally rare plants
having their largest or most viable populations in New Jersey and nine rare plants having been
documented only in New Jersey, and not anywhere else on Earth; and

WHEREAS, Native plant species are a vital part of New Jersey’s history and heritage, providing
valuable sources of food, medicine, and pharmaceuticals, as well as aesthetic, economic, and
ecological benefits, to New Jersey’s residents and visitors; and

WHEREAS, Native fruits, like the blueberry and the cranberry, helped spur the development of the
agricultural industry in New Jersey, and earned the State its nickname, “the Garden State”; and

WHEREAS, New Jersey’s preserved open space and farmland, which make up close to a third of
the State’s total acreage and contain most of the State’s native plant species, provide an estimated
$20 billion per year in ecosystem goods and services; and

WHEREAS, New Jersey’s nursery industry contributes over $440 million annually to the State’s
agricultural output, with native plants being a continually growing segment of nursery production
in the State and many of the State’s retail garden centers being locally supplied by New Jersey
nurseries; and

WHEREAS, An interest in protecting New Jersey’s native plants has played a vital role in the
creation of many parks in the State, including the Delaware Water Gap National Recreation Area,
the Pinelands National Preserve, and the Sandy Hook area of the Gateway National Recreation
Area; and



WHEREAS, New Jersey’s native plant species provide food, such as nectar, pollen, seeds, and
foliage, and prime habitat, including essential shelter and nesting sites, for various types of wildlife
in the State, including, but not limited to, native birds, caterpillars, butterflies, and bees, in ways
that non-native plants cannot, making the expanded cultivation of native plants in New Jersey a
viable and effective means by which the State can both preserve its existing wildlife habitats and
populations and effectively offset and mitigate any prior losses in wildlife habitat or populations
that have occurred in the State as a result of development; and

WHEREAS, Native plants are vital to the Borough’s biodiversity and enable the Borough’s wildlife
to prosper and engage in essential ecological and agricultural activities, such as seed dispersal,
predation, and pollination; and

WHEREAS, Native plant species are able to flourish with little care, with normal rainfall and little
to no additional watering, with minimal fertilization, and, as a result of their naturally evolved
defenses to locally present plant diseases, harmful insects, and other common pests, with the
minimal use of polluting pesticides and herbicides; and

WHEREAS, Native plants protect against flooding and erosion, provide assistance with waste
decomposition, nutrient cycling, and climate stabilization, are essential to the protection and
maintenance of air, water, and soil quality; and can serve as means to restore degraded air, water,
and soils in the State; and

WHEREAS, Despite the various benefits associated with native plants in New Jersey, according to
the Department of Environmental Protection, 17 percent of New Jersey’s native plants are
currently designated as endangered plant species at the State level, and the future survival of these
and other native plants continue to be threatened by ongoing development, urbanization, pollution,
and the presence of harmful invasive species in the State.

BE IT RESOLVED by the Borough of Bernardsville Town Council that:

1. Any new plantings on borough property are required to be of plant species native
to the state of New Jersey.

2. New Jersey native plant species should conform to the list provided by the Native
